This means temperatures inside them are lower in warmer areas.

Benton also says research at Monash University in Australia suggests that there is a lower risk of crashes during the day for white cars compared with darker ones. Car buyers in other countries also like white. Jane Harrington works for PPG Industries, a company that makes paint for cars. She said in China, buyers say white makes a small car look bigger.

Passage 2

The World Health Organization warns that a large number of people are dying every year from indoor air pollution.

Indoor air pollution results from the use of dangerous fuels and cook-stoves in the home. WHO officials say nearly three billion people are unable to use clean fuels and technologies for cooking, heating and lighting. And they say more than seven million people die from exposure to indoor or outdoor air pollution each year. Of that number, about 4.3 million people die from household air pollution.

Indoor pollution leads to early deaths from stroke, heart and lung disease, childhood pneumonia（肺炎）and lung cancer. These diseases can often result from high levels of fine particulate (颗粒状的) matter and carbon monoxide released by the burning of solid fuels. These fuels include wood, coal, animal waste, crop waste and charcoal.

According to WHO experts, people should not use unprocessed coal and kerosene (煤油) fuel indoors. Opening a window or door to let out the harmful air will not correct the situation. It will only pollute the outdoors.

To help fight the problem, researchers are developing good cook-stoves and other equipment to burn fuels in a more efficient way. WHO experts note that some new, safe and low-cost technologies that could help are already available. In India, you can buy an induction stove (电磁炉) for about $8.00. And in Africa you can buy a solar lamp for less than $1.00.

Passage 3

Some kinds of mental skills naturally decrease as people get older. Yet research seems to show that some training can improve such skills. A recently published study also appears to demonstrate that the good effects of training can last for many years after that training has ended.

 Researchers at Johns Hopkins University in Maryland wanted to learn how long memory and thinking skills would last in older people who trained to keep them. The people were part of the ten-year research project. They were taught methods meant to improve their memory, thinking and ability to perform everyday tasks.
  More than 2,800 volunteered for the study called ACTIVE—short for Advanced (Cognitive) Training for Independent and Vital Elderly. Most studied when they were more than 70 years old. The volunteers took one of several short training classes meant to help them keep their mental abilities. One class trained participants in skills including how to remember word lists. Another group trained in reasoning. A third group received help with speed-of-processing—speed of receiving and understanding information. A fourth group—the control group did not get any training.
  Earlier results had established that the training helped the participants for up to five years. Now, the research showed most of the training remained effective a full ten years later. Professor Rebok and his team found that the people trained in reasoning and speed-of-processing did better on tests than the control group. “We are wondering whether those effects which endured over time would still be there ten years following the training, and in fact, that’s exactly what we found.”
  The effect on memory, however, seemed not to last as long. Still, the old people in any of the three classes generally reported less difficulty in performing daily activities than the control group. The total training time for the older people was between 10 and 15 hours.

The lives of rich people seem to be getting better. Rich people generally have better homes, better jobs and better schools for their children. Now, a new study finds that the rich may even have better stress than poor people.

Stress is the way the brain reacts to any kind of demand or threat. When faced with danger, stress can create energy to fight off an attacker. It makes the body release hormones that increase our heart rate and blood pressure.　

That is the stress of ancient times. In modern times, stress can help you give a great presentation at work or win a sporting event. This is short-term stress that leads to success in accomplishing a goal. This is a good kind of stress that most rich people have.

But many problems with life or work can cause stress. Stressors are the bills that you can’t pay; or the car that won’t start. These stressors add to what experts call chronic stress. This is the stress facing many poor people in the United States. The Brookings Institution, a public policy group, reported the finding.

Poor people often experience stressful conditions beyond their control. If one thing goes wrong in their day – like a flat tire or picking up a sick child from school – their lives can get out of control. This can create a huge amount of chronic stress. And it wears down the body. It harms the natural defenses against disease, puts pressure on the heart and makes muscles tired.

Passage 5

Why do men die earlier than women? The latest research makes it known that the reason could be that men’s hearts go into rapid decline when they reach middle age.

The largest study of the effects of ageing on the heart has found that women’s longevity may be linked to the fact that their hearts do not lose their pumping power with age. “We have found that the power of the male heart falls by 20-25 percent between 18 and 70 years of age,” said the head of the study, David Goldspink of Liverpool John Moores University in the UK. “Within the heart there are millions of cells that enable it to beat. Between the age of 20 and 70, one-third of those cells die and are not replaced in men,” said Goldspink. “This is part of the ageing process.”
What surprises scientists is that the female heart sees very little loss of these cells. A healthy 70-year-old woman’s heart could perform almost as well as a 20-year-old one’s. “This gender difference might just explain why women live longer than men,” said Goldspink. They studied more than 250 healthy men and women between the ages of 18 and 80, focusing on healthy persons to remove the confusing influence of disease. “The team has yet to find why ageing takes a greater loss on the male heart,” said Goldspink.

The good news is that men can improve the health of their heart with regular exercise. Goldspink stressed that women also need regular exercise to prevent their leg muscles becoming smaller and weaker as they age.
